100% SYRAH 

My Syrah is currently sourced from White Hawk Vineyard in the Santa Bar-
bara County AVA where it’s embraced by early morning fog and then 

warmed by the afternoon sun as the fruit thrives to survive at a steep eleva-
tion, producing small yields and intense berries. The grapes were sustainably 

and organically farmed, hand-harvested, handcrafted, fermented in small 
lots, and aged in French Oak, 40% of which was new, for 18 months. The 

result is a full-bodied, multi-layered, beautifully balanced wine that’s both 
elegant and earthy as Syrah should be.
